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Meet the Dealers – Wieberg Implement Company, Martinsburg (Audrain County), MO 
 
Friday, May 29, 2009, I had the pleasure of talking to 83-year-old Joseph (Joe) Theodore Wieberg, about the International 

Harvester Dealership he and his family operated, in Martinsburg, MO.  As I was preparing to take Joe’s photo, Joe warned me that he 
might not look too good in the photo.  He had had a “run-in” with the dog, and fell over the dog.  That explains Joe’s bunged-up and 
bandaged nose.  You don’t want to see the dog, because it has had some repairs and is 
running around with a cone over its head. 

Joe said that his grandfather, and his grandfather’s four brothers, came to the 
United Stated in 1880, and that they settled in the Argyle area, because it looked like 
the home country of Germany.  In the 1830s, Joe’s mother’s folks settled in the 
Westphalia area.  Joe’s grandfather’s brother, on his mother’s side, was the founder of 
Westphalia. 

 Joe’s father, Theodore (Ted) Wieberg, was born in Argyle, MO.  While Ted 
was in World War I, he was a blacksmith.  When Ted came home from the war, he 
settled in Martinsburg, MO, and opened a blacksmith shop, which he bought from 
Tony Koehler.  To the right is a photo of Bill Wieberg (brother), Tony Koehler, and 
Ted Wieberg, standing in the door of the blacksmith shop. 

Joe said the International Harvester Corporation liked to open IH dealerships 
in blacksmith shops, and his dad signed his first contract with IH in 1922.  His dad 
expanded the blacksmith shop, to include the implement company.  Joe, along with 
his brothers, Carl (Corky) and Robert (Bud), all worked at the implement company, 
along with numerous employees.  Joe’s dad died in 1958, and he and his brothers 
continued to operate the business.  In 1995, Wieberg Implement Company built a 
place in Mexico, MO, and they closed the place in Martinsburg, on April 1, 2001.  
The Mexico Wieberg Implement Company was sold to Mark Korman, in 2006, who 
sold it to Ennis Implement Company, in 2007.  The old Wieberg building, in 

Martinsburg, now 
houses Teddy Joe’s 
Bar & Grill, and the post at the end of the bar is the same post that was in 
Joe’s dad’s original blacksmith shop.  

One of Joe’s fondest memories happened in 1939, when he was a 
sophomore in high school.  IH came out with the “A” tractor.  IH 
appointed him a “tractioneer,” so he could drive it around and demonstrate 
the “A” tractor, with a mounted plow, to area farmers.  In 1941, Joe’s dad 
sold what Joe considered his “A” to Isidore Winkelman.  In ’56 or ’57, Joe 
was able to buy “his” original “A” tractor back from Mr. Winkelman.  As 
shown in the photos (left and below), the tractor has been upgraded with a 
Super A motor and decal, so he could have the live hydraulics.  The frame 
and the chassis are the originals of Joe’s “A.”  Joe continues to climb on 
that baby, and he uses it to mow his 20-acre yard. 
 

Other than the “A” tractor, Joe seemed happiest when 
IH came out with the axial-flo combine.  He said the old 815s 
and 915s were nice combines, but you couldn’t get to anything.  
Joe said, “While I was at a demonstration meeting, I went out to 
the field to look at one.  When I walked under one, and looked 
up under the axial-flo, it was ALL EMPTY SPACE, and I was 
the happiest person alive.” 

Joe had many fond memories of working with the “old” 
International Harvester Corporation, and had many good stories 
to tell.  He concluded with, “IH was good to Wieberg’s, and I 
think Wieberg’s was good to them.”
